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Supply Group, GS-2000 TS-49 December 1963

SERIES DEFINITION

This group includes positions that involve work concerned with furnishing all types of supplies,
equipment, material, property (except real estate), and certain services to components of the
Federal Government, industrial, or other concerns under contract to the Government, or
receiving supplies from the Federal Government. Included are positions concerned with one or
more aspects of supply activities from initial planning, including requirements analysis and
determination, through acquisition, cataloging, storage, distribution, utilization to ultimate issue
for consumption or disposal. The work requires a knowledge of one or more elements or parts of
a supply system, and/or supply methods, policies, or procedures.

EXCLUSIONS

Excluded from this group are positions concerned with furnishing supplies, equipment, and
material when the paramount requirement of the position is a specialized knowledge
characteristic of another occupational group, such as a knowledge of business and trade
practices, of professional engineering, or of accounting (see GS-1100, GS-0800, or GS-0500

groups).
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
